“One Size Does Not Fit All” 
 

      On Saturday, September 6, 2008, the Reverend Dave Fortuna will be leading a very important workshop 
in the district on “faith sharing” or as Dave eludes to it “The ‘E’ Word.”  It will be held at Mt. Zion UMC in 
Calhoun from 10 a.m. – 1p.m.    The registration cost of $10 includes the lunch.   Pastors, evangelism/outreach 
chairs and committee members, lay leaders and lay speakers are all encouraged to attend (any others are wel-
come too).   Dave will share some significant tools, etc. for reaching people for Jesus Christ and ultimately 
making disciples for Christ.   This event is being sponsored by our District Ministry Team in response to the 
ever present mandate of the Great Commission recently underscored by the General Conference “to reach 
more people, younger people and more diverse people.” 
      In his book, entitled How United Methodists Share Their Faith, Rodney Wilmoth, a successful United 
Methodist pastor and a gifted preacher, now retired says, “As one reads the conversations Jesus had with peo-
ple, it appears that he allowed the individual with whom he was speaking and their situation to determine the 
direction of the conversation.”   Also he states, “It is clear, Jesus did not have a ‘one-size-fits-all’ approach in 
His efforts to encourage persons to seek a higher level in life.”   It is important to “know your audience” and 
“tailor accordingly what you say to a person.”   As a pastor I have learned to be sensitive to this truth as I pre-
pare my sermons recognizing that there will be any number of persons sitting in the pew from several genera-
tions.    Each person and generation is quite different, even unique.   For example, Builders generally have a 
commitment to the church, a loyalty to the denomination and are program oriented.   Boomers on the other 
hand have a commitment to relationships, are loyal to people and are people oriented.   The Busters have a 
commitment to family, loyal to family, and generally are community oriented.   Then there are the GenXers…   
Well you get my drift. 
      While the differences among persons are real and the need to know to whom we are talking and their situa-
tion, there are, I think, some characteristics common to each, whether acknowledged by the individual or not:  
We all want to be loved and valued as a human being.   We all need to know that we are loved and valued by 
Jesus Christ who is ready to meet us where we are, needs and all.   And we need to know that Jesus wants to 
have an everlasting relationship with us.   This being true and I believe it is, it is extremely important for us to 
“tool” ourselves in order to share our faith more effectively whenever and wherever the opportunity arises.   I 
am reminded of the encounter Jesus had with the woman at the well in John 4: 1-30.   He spoke to her need 
even though she was reluctant to hear.   What a difference it made in her life and in the lives of the entire com-
munity. 
      Hopefully, this event will provide one or more tools to help us as God’s servants in the building up of the 
kingdom of God.   And the more tools we have the better prepared we are to fulfill the Great Commission.   
Let it be so!!!
